A rated player will be in the ECF 
list (Std or Rapidplay) or other national list.

WITHDRAWALS:  A deduction of £8 will be made from any 
refund unless carried forward to a future Castle Chess event. 
The first night’s accommodation booked will have to be paid for 
unless at least 24 hours notice has been given.

LATE ARRIVALS:  Players will be defaulted after 30 minutes 
from the round beginning.  Re-pairing will take place if at all 
possible.

ENTRY CONDITIONS:  The organizers reserve the right to 
refuse an entry, without assigning a reason, or to cancel or merge 
sections.
